As I’m sure you are aware, Private Members Bill C-311, tabled by your colleague Dan Albas, is currently being considered by the 41st Parliament.  Bill C-311 would provide Canadians with an exemption for interprovincial wine sales/shipment for personal consumption.
Today, the archaic 1928 federal legislation entitled Importation of Intoxicating Liquors Act (IILA) makes it a criminal offense for your constituents to order/ship Canadian wine across provincial borders.  This issue is shining example of the unnecessary and harmful inter-provincial barriers that undermine our economy. 

The IILA is unreasonably restricting adult Canadians’ freedom of choice while causing considerable harm to Canadian tourism and the small businesses that comprise the vast majority of our wine and grape growing industries.

It is unconscionable that our government turns the millions of citizens who want to buy more Canadian wine into criminals.  It is time to update this law with an amendment that allows us to buy and carry, or order and ship, reasonable quantities of wine across Canadian borders for our own use.
